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Introduction 
After you complete building an application, you can pack it and share it with other users in your own 

organization or other organizations in the marketplace. This final tutorial in the tutorial series covers 

packing and sharing an application. 

In this tutorial, you will pack all the components of an application such as application objects, forms, 

processes, rules, etc. You will also see how to view the components in application packages as well as 

modify saved packages. 

This tutorial also explains how you can share packed applications with other organizations.

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Step 1: Accessing the Application 
By following the Quick Start Tutorials 1 to 4, you built a complete application with a form, process, and 

rule. Now, you can learn how to pack this application to take a backup of your work or share it with 

other organizations. 

1. Access Composer with the URL and access credentials sent to you via email. The Composer 

start page appears. If you are the Account Administrator for your organization, the Account 

Administration page appears. 

2. Click Change Application at the top of the page and select Travel Approval App by John. 

The application appears. 

3. Click the Modify Application tab. The Composer Assistant appears where you can pack an 

application. 

 

Step 2: Packing an Application 
Let us pack the Travel Approval App by John application.  

1. Click Pack Application on the Composer Assistant and click 

New Application Package. The Application Package page 

appears, displaying the default components of the application 

that are going to be packed and the respective content for each 

component.  

For example, the TravelRequest and AnticipatedCosts 

application objects are listed under Application Objects under 

Packed Components. The Travel Request and Travel 

Request List View forms are listed under the Forms 

component. These components and their content are being 

packed by default. 

 

 

 

 

Note : The List View  form is created automatically when you build 
a form with a new application object. If you add this form to an 
application tab, you can use it to view the travel requests that are 

already inserted. 
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2. In the Package Name box, type ñTravel Approval App by <your name>ò. In this tutorial, 

ñTravel Approval App by Johnò is the name of the application package. 

3. In the Description box, type ñThis application enables users to submit and approve travel 

requests.ò 

4. Click Add or Remove Component to select the components that you want to add to the 

application package or remove from the application package. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Note : 

 The check boxes for the components for which content exists are selected by default. For instance, 

you built a form, an application object with the form, a business process, and a business rule. So, 
all these components are selected by default. You can clear the appropriate check boxes if you do 
not want to pack these components. For instance, if you added a new form to an application that is 
already in production, you need to only apply a patch to the application. In this case, you can keep 
the check box for the Forms  component and clear the check boxes for the remaining components.  

 The check boxes for Application Tabs  and Privileges  are selected by default and cannot be 

cleared. The default application tabs and any new tabs that you create form the structure of the 
application and must be packed. Also, the default Administrator privilege and any new privileges 
that you create are required to be packed as they control access to the application. 
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5. Click Add or Remove Content for Forms to manage the forms that you want to include in the 

application package. The Forms dialog box appears. All the forms that you created for the 

application are selected by default. 

6. Clear the check box for the Travel Request List View form. This form will not be packed. 

 

7. Click OK. The Travel Request List View form is no longer displayed under the Forms 

component. 
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8. After you finish adding or removing application components and content, click Pack 

Application. While the application is being packed, a progress indicator appears. 

 

 

 

  

9. After the application is packed, the Close button is active on the progress indicator. Click 

Close. 

Note : If want to pack the application at a later date, you can click Save  to save the package. You can 
access the saved package anytime by clicking All Application Packages  on the Composer 
Assistant . 
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You have packed an application successfully. 

 

Viewing the Package Components 

You can view the components of the application package you just created. 

1. Click All Application Packages on the Composer Assistant. The package repository appears. 

 

2. Select the Travel Approval App by John package and click View Components. The 

Package Details dialog box appears, displaying the packed components. 

Note : After packing the application, you can download the application package to take a backup of 
your work or share it with other organizations. You can click Download Package  to download the 
application package immediately. You can also download a package later from the application package 
repository. 
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3. Click Close.  

 

Modifying the Package Components 

You can modify the components of an application package only if you have not yet packed the 

application. In this tutorial, you cannot modify the application package as you already packed the 

application. To modify an application package for which the application is not yet packed, you can do 

the following. 

1. Click All Application Packages on the Composer Assistant. The package repository appears. 

2. Select an application package that is not yet packed and click Edit Package. The application 

package appears. 

 

 

3. Modify the package by adding or removing components or content for specific components. 

4. Click Save to save the package again or click Pack Application to pack the application. 

 

Downloading an Application Package 

You can download an application package if you want to take a backup of your work or share it with 

other organizations. 

Do the following to download an application package. 

1. Click All Application Packages on the Composer Assistant. The package repository appears. 

2. Select an application package and click Download. A zip file is generated. 

 

 

3. Save the zip file to your local system. 

 

 

Note : You can modify packages that have a status of In Progress  only. 

 

Note : You can download a package that is in Packed  status only. 
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Step 3: Sharing an Application 
The Composer enables you to share applications that are built in your organization with users from 

other organizations. 

To share your application, you need to first pack the application, as discussed in Step 2: Packing an 

Application. After packing the application, you can download the application package to share it with 

other organizations. Other organizations can import the application into their subscribed account via 

the Import an application option on the MashApps Composer start page.

If a 

decision is made to make your application available to other organizations, we will add it to the 

application gallery from where other organizations can install it.
